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The Triune Nature of God
We just celebrated Pentecost Sunday so this seems a good time to dig into the triune nature of God. We start with the most difficult thing about the Christian concept of the Trinity which is that there is no way to completely understand it or explain it. God is infinitely greater than we are; therefore, we should not expect to be able to fully understand Him. But we do trust the Bible, which teaches that the Father is God, Jesus is God, and the Holy Spirit is God. At the same time, the Bible also teaches there is only one God. So, the one God exists in three Persons.
It’s possible to understand some facts about the Trinity and some of the relationships the different Persons of the Trinity have to one another. But, ultimately, how a single Being can exist in three distinct Persons is incomprehensible to us. Our inability to understand, however, does not mean the doctrine of the Trinity is untrue or unbiblical.
While the word “Trinity” is not found in Scripture, it is a useful term in discussions of the triune nature of God, three co-eternal divine Persons who coexist as One. Although the word itself is not found in the Bible, the concept represented by the word Trinity certainly is. One example is that a common Old Testament Hebrew name for God is Elohim (Supreme, Mighty One), a plural noun. Some passages even quote God as speaking of Himself with plural pronouns such as “us” (Genesis 1:26; 3:22; 11:7; Isaiah 6:8) While the use of plural words is not an explicit argument for the Trinity, it does denote an aspect of plurality in God. Also, consider Isaiah 61:1:
“The Spirit of the Sovereign Lord (Yahweh)is on me,
because the Lord has anointed me
to proclaim good news to the poor.”
According to Luke 4:16–21, the “me” of Isaiah 61 refers to Jesus. So, in the span of one verse, we have a reference to the Lord (Yahweh), the Messiah, and the Spirit. In other words, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.
In the New Testament, the Trinity is introduced in Matthew 3:16–17 during Jesus’ baptism:
“As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of the water. At that moment heaven was opened, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting on him. And a voice from heaven said, ‘This is my Son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased.’”
In the span of two verses, we have the voice from heaven, Jesus, and the dove. In other words, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. In one of His prayers, Jesus speaks to the Father about sending the Helper, the Holy Spirit (John 14:16–17). So, Jesus did not consider Himself to be either the Father or the Holy Spirit. There are many other instances when Jesus speaks to the Father. Was He talking to Himself? No. He spoke to another Person in the Trinity - the Father.
Each member of the Trinity is God. Each Person has all the qualities of divinity, eternally and unchangingly. While the three Persons of the Godhead share the same nature and essence, there is subordination within the Trinity. The Holy Spirit is sent by the Father and the Son, and the Son is sent by the Father. This economic (or relational) hierarchy does not negate or diminish the deity of any Person of the Trinity. It is simply something else our finite minds cannot understand concerning the infinite God.
The individual Persons of the Trinity have different roles. The Father is the ultimate source or cause of the universe, divine revelation, salvation, and Jesus’ human works. The Father initiates all of these things. The Son is the agent through whom the Father does all of these things while the Holy Spirit is the means (power) by whom the Father does them.
There have been many attempts to develop illustrations of the Trinity. However, none of the popular illustrations are completely accurate. The egg (or apple) fails in that the shell, white, and yolk are parts of the egg, not the egg in themselves, just as the skin, flesh, and seeds of the apple are parts of it, not the apple itself. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are not parts of God; each of them is God. The water illustration is somewhat better, but it still fails to adequately describe the Trinity. Liquid, vapor, and ice are forms of water. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are not forms of God; each of them is God. Another illustration sometimes put forward is of a man who is simultaneously a husband, a father, and a brother. The inaccuracy of this illustration is seen in that the man is still only one person, regardless of his role or how many relationships he has. God is three Persons. In the end, no illustration will give us a true picture of the Trinity. An infinite God cannot be fully described by a finite illustration.

Pastor Dean opened with prayer.
Regarding the church building, the Ohio EPA coliform water sample taken 3/3/26 & passed with coliform being “absent.
Eric Depinet of Depinet Fire Services was scheduled to perform a fire extinguisher inspection on Tuesday, March 24th – rescheduled to April 13th due to Pastor Dean’s hospitalization, and it was completed today. Everything was ok. The AED is functional, but a new battery is recommended. However, our unit has been discontinued. It was noted that Scott Devault assisted us with replacing the battery the last time for that unit. 
Pastor Dean determined that the pump for the Sunday School Room heat zone was leaking on Sunday, March 15th - Craig Illich of Aichholz-Illig Plumbing & Heating, LLC. was contacted and walked Dean through how to safely shut down the zone and pump (Dean then walked Chuck Popenberg through what to do so we have a backup person in case it happens again). Pump was replaced Monday, March 16th at a cost of $766.84. 
We received Declarations Page on Church Insurance. Premium for 2026 is $6,339.00 plus $610.00 for umbrella (total $6,949.00). It was $6,577.00 for 2025. Pastor Dean reached out to Pastor Amy Kinney at St. John’s UCC for their cost, who verified that their insurance policy is over $6000.00 as well.
The northwest fire door at front of sanctuary wouldn’t open. It opens now after Chuck Popenberg looked at it. 
Regarding the parsonage, Tiffin Deluxe replaced the downstairs subfloor under the toilet on Monday, March 16th. We still have not received the bill. Snyder’s Flooring installed new flooring in the bathroom, kitchen, and hallway from the garage to the kitchen on March 23rd (flooring was paid for by an anonymous donor). Pastor Dean provided a before and after picture for the Board to review. 

The first step of the Scott’s Four Step Fertilizer Program was applied on Saturday, April 11th (Note: Pastor Dean & Danene have been purchasing & treating the yard with this program for 6 years).
In old business, Morgan Johnson presented the new logo with a few color choices. The Board selected an option. Carol Reisner made the motion, Shelby Lopez seconded the motion, and all were in favor. The motion carried.
We have already received two donations for the Capital Campaign. No one has approached a board member about joining the team. Currently, it is Morgan, Pastor Dean and Helen Emerine.

Regarding the Blue Christmas Worship Service, Pastor Dean is scheduled to speak with Lori Hall (member of Wesley UMC which held this service on 2025) on the day of our admin meeting. Please note that Pastor Amy Kinney with St. John’s UCC is interested in doing this service ecumenically if we decide to move forward.

It was brought to the Board’s attention that when we transferred the deed from Bascom UMC to Bascom Community Church, there was an omission in continuing the real estate tax exempt status for the church building property and we have received an invoice for $6,443.00 (please note that the parsonage property is subject to real estate taxes). Bob Manz took the lead in working with the Seneca County auditor and filed an application for the exemption with confirmation being received from the Ohio Department of Taxation on Tuesday, March 31, 2026, that “the real property described above is exempt from taxation under R.C. 5709.07, public worship.”

Pastor Dean reached out to Janice Tschanen regarding enhancements to the front entry doors in honor of Marybelle Hesiserman. There has been no progress, and she will reach out to the point person for an update. Janice has not yet gotten back to him.
We received a check from the State of Ohio for refund on natural gas (heating) sales taxes of $354.77 on Tuesday, March 31, 2026 (thank you Bob Manz).
Pastor Dean has made up his vacation schedule as follows: 
Week of April 20 through the 26th (Rev. Mike Denman covering the pulpit); week of June 15 through 21st (Nick Reinhard in the pulpit); week of August 17 through 23rd (Mike Denman in the pulpit) with one additional week to be scheduled.
Lori Clay gave the financial report. Helen Emerine motioned to accept it, Morgan Johnson seconded it and all were in favor. Motion carried. Balances are as follows:   Checkbook:  $16749.07/Vanguard:  $33416.29/Selected Funds $79933.20.
Minutes from last month’s meeting were approved as stands. Carol Reisner made the motion, Morgan Johnson seconded it, and all were in favor. The motion carried.
In new business, Lori Clay questioned if there were any graduates this year. Carol Reisner will do some checking and get back with her.
Next meeting will be June 9, 2026 at 6:00 p.m. Meeting was adjourned.
